Established labels as well as newcomers, Urban Style and Ready to Wear, local and international brands, wearable and shocking dresses, affordable, precious, strict as well as playful: whatever fashionistas long for, MODEPALAST offers it. Since 2003, the biggest temporary boutique in town is synonymous with shopping delights and visual pleasure at the centre of the scene, right where fashion is made. 

MODEPALAST GREEN
Thanks to new catwalk formats, a “Speaker’s Corner”, lectures by keyplayers of the scene as well as additional events all over town, MODEPALAST proves to be a platform for networking, for the discourse about fashion and adjacent disciplines: connecting the joy of fashion with sincerity has always been a trademark of the event. This year’s focus is on sustainably produced fashion, a topic that will keep designers and consumers on their toes in the years to come. Labels such as RoyalBLUSH, ica watermelon, Magdalena Schaffrin or Daniel Kroh from Germany and local brands such as STEINWIDDER, MASI or kontiki do away with clichés on “Eco-Look” and show green fashion in its context of vision and responsibility. 
“Our aim is to trigger an image change”, Cloed Baumgartner and Jasmin Ladenhaufen reveal, the event’s organisers. “MODEPALAST has always taken up the cause of sustainable consumption and local shopping. We consider immediate, regional actions and production as a key assets – this fair was always a stomping ground for small brands.”        

Carefully selected exhibitors – including fashion for men and children
More than twohundred labels from Austria and from abroad applied for a MODEPALAST spot, and half of them will be part of the fair in April. They were selected by a jury of media representatives and fashion experts. Crucial criteria were a coherent, independent style and the quality of the designs. Concerning the presentation itself, attention was paid to a good mix of fashion, jewellery and accessories, Austrian and international designers, and various styles. 

Promising labels come from Germany: THE OFFER, showing Von Bardonitz and TATA CHRISTIANE; thrilling stuff is featured by goyagoya and Codierbar?! – a label underlining this year’s focus on menswear -, by Mio Animo, and Anne Gericke (jewellery). 
The East provides promises of glamour such as Ana Kujundžić (HR), Baiba Ripa (LT), Studio B3 (PL), konsanszky (HU), and V&P (BG).

Austrian newcomers are meshit and BuaMädscha. Latter shows that childwear has a place at MODEPALAST this year. Established Austrian brands and some “usual suspects” are part of the fair again – amongst them ulliKo, km/a, art point, Maronski, Marcel Ostertag, Martina Rogy, Ina Kent and mangelware.
